Assess current provision for
five hour offer:

- Identify and establish links with local club
and community providers, including the
voluntary sector

Plan strategic approach to delivering
five hour offer locally

- Ensure a co-ordinated approach is taken
to establishing a clear strategic plan for the
development of PE and sport for children
and young people as part of the five hour
offer

- Identify and agree roles and responsibilities
of local delivery partners in delivering PE
and sport opportunities to children and

young people

- Utilise existing and new data to monitor progress against relevant local outcomes and
objectives and associated national targets
