Young Ambassadors Programme 2009-10 
 
I hope that you and your Young Ambassadors are having a rewarding and successful year. 
Plans are well underway for the Young Ambassador Programme for 2009-10.  Throughout the 
next 12 months of the Young Ambassador programme the focus is to: 

• Expand the Young Ambassador Programme to the Home Countries to ensure it is UK 
wide. Scotland will have a Young Ambassador Conference this year 

• Extend the reach of Young Ambassadors by supporting School Sport Partnerships in 
England to develop a 2nd tier of ‘Silver Young Ambassadors’ in each secondary school 
(and a third tier of ‘Bronze Young Ambassadors’ in Primary Schools for those School 
Sport Partnerships ready for the next step) 

• Enhance the Young Ambassador Programme by bringing in more of the magic and 
inspiration of London 2012 and the Olympic and Paralympic Games. There is an 
exciting opportunity for eight Young Ambassadors (who have undertaken the role 
for a year + to go on a four day trip to Olympia (the home of the Olympic Games) 
in July 2009

Selecting your new Young Ambassadors for 2009-10 
There is the opportunity for all School Sport Partnerships to select two new Young 
Ambassadors for 2009-10. The Young Ambassadors selected will undertake the role for a 
minimum of a two year period. Please see the enclosed selection criteria and guidance to 
support you in the selection process. Young Ambassadors who have undertaken the role for a 
year or more will become Mentor Young Ambassadors and will have the additional responsibility 
going forward of organising a one-day conference/training for ‘Silver Young Ambassadors from 
Partnership Secondary schools (see enclosed programme summary for further details).

Each School Sport Partnership has FOUR places at one conference of their choice – two 
places for NEW Young Ambassadors, one place for an EXISTING Young Ambassador 
that has undertaken the role for at least a year  and one place for a teacher (person in the 
SSP who will work to support the YAs undertake their role).
