Following our efforts to ensure two hours of high quality PE 
and school sport for all 5-16 year olds, we have been busy 
extending this vision to meet the new target of providing 
access to five hours of sport per week. We are delighted to be 
working closely with the Department for Children, Schools 
and Families, Department for Culture, Media and Sport and 
Sport England to deliver the new PE and Sport Strategy 
for Young People and to create yet more opportunities for 
young people to benefit from PE and sport.
