Rugby League Young Officials Award

Costs and Criteria
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The Rugby League Young Officials Award is aimed at young people aimed at 14 — 19 year olds. The course
is a combination of theory and practical sessions which are designed to equip the Young Official with the
required skills and qualification that will allow them to officiate at Rugby League events. In addition to gaining
the qualification the award also covers the officiating aspects of both GCSE and AS/A level PE course
requirements, therefore providing the opportunity to fulfil both course and award criteria.

After completion of the award the Young Officials will be directed to local school competitions/festivals and
local refereeing societies with a select number been asked to officiate at the regional and national festivals.
Information on how to gain more qualifications in officiating will also be available.

Course Content: Characteristics that make a quality official, the laws of Rugby League, touch judge
teamwork, positioning and signals, referee positioning and signals, health and safety

The course is delivered by trained RFL tutors. Each candidate receives a workbook, signals DVD, and

certificate on completion.
